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Jesus Heals a Centurion’s Servant + Luke 7:1-10
According to the elders of the Jews, what made the centurion “worthy” (deserving) of Jesus healing his servant? What did the centurion say about his worthiness?



What’s the irony in this passage regarding Jesus’ identity? Who gets it and who doesn’t? 



What do the centurion’s words in verses 6-8 have to do with Jesus? In other words, what does the centurion believe that Jesus can do?



Do we trust Jesus like the centurion did? What do we often do when we find ourselves in desperate situations?



Jesus Raises a Widow’s Son + Luke 7:11-17
Why is the widow’s situation particularly tragic? What is she likely worried about now that her son is dead?



There are two “parades” or sorts going on in this passage. What are these two parades? What happens when the two parades meet each other?



There’s a time and place for weeping, yet Jesus says to the widow “do not weep” (Luke 7:13). Why does he say this? What does this mean for us when we’re grieving?



The people respond to Jesus’ miracle saying, “a great prophet has arisen among us” and “God has visited His people” (Luke 7:16). In what sense are these sayings true?



Messengers from John the Baptist + Luke 7:18-35
Much debate has raged over whether or not John and/or his disciples doubt that Jesus is the Messiah. Why might John be in doubt about Jesus’ identity? 



What does Jesus’ answer to John’s disciples in verses 22-23 reveal about His identity? Why might people be offended (scandalized) by Jesus?



Why does Jesus speak of John so highly in verse 28? Who does Jesus have in mind when He says, “the one who is least in the kingdom of God is greater than [John]?”



Who are the “people of this generation” (verse 31)? What’s the point of Jesus’ illustration in verse 32?



A Sinful Woman Forgiven + Luke 7:36-50
What do the woman’s actions suggest about her? Why does the Pharisee (Simon) have a problem with this woman? What’s his problem with Jesus?



Verse 47 seems to suggest that the woman earned her forgiveness because she “loved much.” What’s wrong with this interpretation? How do we properly understand the relationship between forgiveness and love?



This passage challenges us to consider: Are we more like the resentful Pharisee or the grateful penitent woman? Are we judgmental like the Pharisee? Do we perceive our need for Jesus like the woman?
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
